The most suitable temperdature for the room during the summer
varies from 24 to 27°C. You ure recommended, however, hot fo
set u temperature much below the outdoor temperdture.
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FAN MODE

Adjust fun speed by pressing the FAN button (C) as described for the dir-conditioning mode.
Remember that the higher the speed, the more dir is filtered. If you select "MIN' speed, less dir is
filtered but the appliance is dlso less Noisy.

DEHUMIDIFYING MODE

Idedl for reducing the humidity in a room (spring or autumn, damp rooms, rainy spells, etc). When
the dehumidifying mode is selected, the light (P) comes on.

At the sume time, the "MIN" fun speed light (M) comes on. In this mode, other speeds cunnot be
selected.

Note: remember to fit the dir exhaust hose us described in the chupter "Prepuring for use'.

PROGRAMMING THE TIMER
The fimer cun be used to delay appliunce start up or shut down. This uvoids wusting electricity by
optimising operating periods.

How to programme delayed start up

e Plug the appliunce into a muins socket und press the ON/OFF button (A), then select the requi-
red operating mode und other settings (temperdture, fun speed, etc).

Press the ON/OFF button (A) uguin to place the gppliunce in standby mode.

Press the timer button (D). The timer light "H" flashes.

Use the + (E) or - (F) buttons to set the humber of hours delay before the appliunce comes on.
¢ The time increuses or decreuses in steps of ohe hour.

The indicutor light (H) flushes until the uppliance starts up.

You cun set the appliance to come on with a delay of up to 12 hours.

To cuncel the timer programme, press the timer button (D) again.

Light (H) stops flushing.

How to programme delayed shut down

e Delayed shut down cun be programmed in uny operating mode (uir conditioning / fan/ dehu-
midifying).

e Press the timer button (D). The timer light "H" flashes.

e Use the + (E) or - (F) buttons to set the humber of hours delay before the appliance goes off.

The time increuses or decreuses in steps of ohe hour.

The light (H) flushes until the appliance turns off us programmed.

At the set fime, the dir conditioner shuts dowh and remuains in standby.

To cuncel the timer programme, press the timer button (D) again.

Light (H) stops flushing.

CLEANING

Before cleaning or maintenance, turn the

You should cleun the uppliunce with u slightly
dump cloth then dry with a dry cloth.

CLEANING THE AIR FILTERS

To keep your uir conditioner working efficien-
tly, you should cleun the dust filter every week
of operaution.

To cleun the filters, remove the filter us shown
in figure H.

Use u vucuum cleuner to remove the dust

collected on the filter.

If it is very dirty, immerse in wurm water and
rinse u humber of fimes.

The water should never be hotter than 40°C.
After wushiny, leuve the filter to dry.

Put the filter back in its housing.
